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Maximum Income Levels for Admission to Public Housing & Section 8 Programs


The Department of Housing & Urban Development establishes income limits applicable to HUD programs, including Section 8 and Public Housing.  There are new limits of 30% of median that must be tracked for admission.  The very low income limits are based upon the higher of 50% of the area median family income or 50% of the state non-metropolitan median family income.  Low income limits are calculated by taking 160% of the very low income limit.  This makes then 80% of the base median.  These latest income limits are effective April 6, 2001.  Families exceeding these income limits are ineligible for Section 8 and public Housing.

Income limits for continued occupancy are no longer applicable.  Revised housing laws prohibit eviction based upon the income of tenants unless the authority has identified a rental unit sized to fit the family needs, which is decent, safe, sanitary and in good repair, and does not exceed a rent exceeding 30% of income.  These income limits shall remain in effect until further notice.
